Scripture:  Matthew 3:13-17 

“Sharing God’s Love In All We Do” 

 It had been a long day of driving.  We were tired and looked for-
ward to pulling into the wonderful camp ground my parents had 
been telling me about all day long.  It was the first year I went to 
Florida to help them pack their trailer and make the drive north 
with them.  We took the exit off the interstate, and I was looking 
forward to a good night's rest.  We pulled in to the place my par-
ents had pulled in to so many times before . . . but this time 
something was different.  There was no sign of any other RV's or 
tents or campers.  We parked, and Dad went up to what used to 
be the office.  He did find someone there to talk to, and he was 
told the camp ground had closed down! 
 
Your favorite place to buy ice cream, or eat supper, or shop for 
some specialty item - You look forward to it, plan for it - and then 
discover that on this particular day it is closed.  
 
What would it have been like to think that heaven was 
closed?  What if, when we needed guidance or healing or forgive-
ness the most, we bumped up against a locked door?  The good 
news is this: Heaven is open.  It's open forever; and it's open for 
you!  And you don't need to wait to experience it.  Maybe today 
you will hear some heavenly voice speaking just to you, with very 
good news!

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The Jesus Prayer . . .  There is a parable in the Gospel of Luke 
about two men praying in the temple.  Jesus is telling the story in 
the presence of some people who were "confident of their own 
righteousness and looked down on everyone else."  The story 
goes that a Pharisee and a tax collector were both praying.  The 
Pharisee's prayer was one of gratitude that he was not like other 
people, including the tax collector.  He boasted of his fasting and 
his generosity. 

The tax collector, on the other hand, prayed while beating his 
breast: "God, have mercy on me, a sinner."  (Luke 18:9ff.) 

This prayer was picked up, especially by the Churches of the East, 
and has become known as the "Jesus Prayer".  "Lord Jesus Christ, 
Son of God, have mercy on me, a sinner."  Monks will repeat this 
prayer throughout the day as a way of fulfilling the command in I 
Thessalonians 5:17 – Pray continually. 

In the pilgrimage that is our daily life, we might want to give some 
thought to whether we should pray more.  This repetitive prayer is 
a way for many to enter into God's peace.  It is simple, easily 
memorized, and can become as natural as breathing.  As you in-
hale, think the words: Lord Jesus Christ, Son of God . . .  As you 
exhale, pray the words: Have mercy on me, a sinner! 

This prayer is also called "The Prayer of the Heart".  As prayer 
becomes more a part of our lives, we are affected in the deepest 
parts of our being.  When praying becomes as much a part of us 
as our breathing, prayer becomes unceasing. 

Let us be humble, but unceasing in our prayer.  Let 
everything that breathes praise the Lord.  And let us 
who breathe, praise with every breath and every beat 
of our heart.
