possible by your generous dona-
tions. | believe what we notice most is the brightness. Everywhere we
go in the Church we can actually see without turning on all the lights,
from the welcoming new front door to the refurbished Chande-

liers. However, we have also learned some interesting facts about the
Church that have long been hidden.

When the electricians were removing the chandeliers they found the in-
scription of Samuel Yellin. Further search discovered that Mr Yellin was
a very famous figure in the early twentieth-century Arts and Crafts move-
ment. He founded the company, “Samuel Yellin Metalworkers” in 1909
and the business is still in family hands to date. He was associated with
the Metropolitan Museum as well as numerous colleges.

This lead to the question of who was the Architect when the Church was
built in 19247 It was discovered that the firm of Hudnot & Manhart were
hired with William Distin as Supervising Architect. It appears that these
gentlemen were also very famous and associated with Harvard and other
well known colleges.

Later a paper written by Rev. Clair Carpenter in 1991 was uncov-

ered. His recollection of stories he had heard about the Church included
the plans of Dr. Melvil Dewey who envisioned “an edifice ‘grand’
enough for his guests. He thought in terms of a broad esplanade at the
lakes’ edge, with broad steps leading to an almost cathedral type Church
with a door facing the lake.” Dr. Dewey then proceeded to arrange for
the “culls” from the Ausable Forks quarry to be delivered at a price of
One Dollar a ton. However,” Dr. Benson took the liberty to send some-
one to England to measure a Church there and made preliminary draw-
ings which were submitted to Dr. Hudnut and these were the plans that
were executed. A mason from Canada was hired who successfully inte-
grated the culls into the harmonious finished design.”

The wonderful finds go on!
