I've known of people who seemed to wait to die until some member of 
the family finally arrived.  I've known of people who go to extraordinary 
lengths to get home for holidays - they just have to get there.  I've known 
people who are too busy to attend their children's concerts or plays.  I've 
experienced people who are more worried about how the table is set than 
who is sitting at the table with them. 
 
There are times when we just feel out of place and disoriented.  Some-
times it has to do with where we are; other times it has to do with who 
we are trying to become.  It is a crass over-simplification, but some exis-
tentialists would have us believe we are all alone.  Indeed, there are times 
when, no matter how many people are around us, we feel alone. 
 
"Where are they?" we ask when we are waiting for the ambulance or fire 
department to show up.  "Where are they?" we ask when stranded along 
the side of the road waiting for help to come.  "Where are they?" we ask 
when waiting for loved ones to come home for those holiday celebra-
tions. 
 
Some people are wondering that about God - where is God?  "Where are 
you, God, when I want you?  When I need you?"  It is a question that 
gets asked by some of Jesus' best friends - a question we will consider 
today.

As we discussed possible goals, we always kept in mind 
three questions: 
 

Does the goal reach out to parishioners and beyond the 
walls of our church? 

Does the goal in some way help us take care of each 
other? 

Does the goal lend itself to every-member involvement? 
 
We brainstormed many ideas.  We narrowed the ideas down 
to 7.  From there, we distilled the ideas down to Three 
Goals: 
 

We will have fellowship every Sunday Morning – an op-
portunity for church members and visitors alike to get 
to know one another. 

We will participate in a Mission Trip in the United States 
to a Native American mission. 

We will have monthly “Starvation Meals” – the last 
Wednesday of the month - Soup and Bread.  The 
meal is free.  We ask for a $10 donation with the goal 
of raising $1000.00 per month to address local and 
global hunger issues. 

 
The Sunday Morning Fellowship will be held between the 9 
AM and 10:30 AM Services, beginning April 20. 
 
The Mission Trip will take place in 2009.

On January 17, 2008, members of our Church Council, 
SPRC, Trustees, Finance, Children’s and Youth Ministry 
Team and Mission Team met with Liz Dallas (Exec. Direc-
tor, Coaching Center of Vermont).   The Church Council had 
spent time doing the “SWOT” exercise at their December 3 
meeting.  The Council considered our church’s Strengths, 
Weaknesses, Opportunities and Threats with regard to min-
istry in the North Country.  The meeting with Liz took us to 
the next step.  Following the January 17 meeting, members 
of this “Strategic Planning Team” met three more times to-
gether. 
 
 
After a manner very much like what we read in Acts 15, 
where there was much debate (Acts 15:7), the Strategic Plan-
ning Team prayed, listened, disagreed, prayed again, heard 
from the Scriptures and discussed together the question: 
What is the Holy Spirit calling our church to do?  Are there 
specific ministries to which our congregation is called? 
 
 
After the prayer, discussion and meetings, we have a re-
sounding YES to that question.  We are called to Share 
God’s Love in All We Do by Reaching Out, by Taking Care 
of Every Member, and by Engaging Every Member in Min-
istry.

Fear in decision-making 
Low Attendance in Sunday School & Exit 412 (Youth

in the future?

With Liz’s counsel ringing in our ears, 
and with Scotty Marshall’s guidance 
(Scotty has extensive experience in the 
corporate world in the area of Human 
Resources), The Strategic Planning 
Team followed a disciplined regimen.  
Called the SMART process, we labored 
to make our goals  

Specific – Specific need, Observable result. 
Measurable – What, When, Who, Where, Why? 
Attainable – Resources available, but still challenging. 
Reasonable – Does it line up with Mission and Vision? 
Timely – Expected starting point.  Duration.
