Sermon Title:   “The Second Devotion” 

 

Scriptures:   Acts 2:42-47 

“Sharing God’s Love In All We Do” 

“You are a Christian, aren’t you?”  The man talking to me through 
my car window had motioned for us to pull over.  I saw that he 
was driving an out-of-state car (New Jersey, where else !?), and I 
had never seen him before in my life.  He asked his question be-
cause he had seen a bumper sticker on our car that read: “Jesus 
Christ is Lord”.  He was of a different racial background than us, 
and his accent immediately gave away the fact that he was not 
even from our own continent.  He was from Africa. 
 
So, how should I respond to his question?  A large part of me 
wanted to ask him: “Why do you want to know?”  What difference 
could my being a Christian or not make to him? 
 
What difference does being a Christian make? We know at least 
this: Christians are commanded to love each other as Jesus has 
loved them, and they are told that the greatest expression of love 
is to lay down their lives for each other.  (John 15:12-13.) 
 
So, maybe this man had pulled us over because he wanted to lay 
down his life for us!  More likely he wanted something from us. 
 
“Fellowship in Christ” costs.  In fact, the Bible tells us that in order 
for it to happen we have to be devoted to it!  That’s what we will 
talk about today. 
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Our Strategic Planning Committee identified three areas of concern for 

our church—Outreach, Every-Member Care, and Every-Member In-

volvement.  In the midst of the prayerful conversations, one common 

theme began to emerge—the need for fellowship.  Taking care of one 

another assumes we know each other.  Involving everyone means we 

know each other’s gifts, talents and interests.  Reaching out to people—

our neighbors and visitors alike—implies a venue for sharing with each 

other, learning each other’s names and discovering each other’s dreams. 

On April 20 we begin something new for us—weekly fellowship be-

tween the 9 and 10:30 Services every Sunday.  Back pews are being re-

moved and stored, new carpet is being installed, and refreshments will be 

available.   

Our objective: Our congregation will know one another, connect, learn 

needs, welcome visitors and potential new members. 

Preparation:  Weekend messages discussing the Biblical basis for fel-

lowship, info in the Weekly, prepare the space, invite volunteers to assist. 

How will we know if we have succeeded?  First, we all have to make the 

commitment to insure that it does!  Will you stay for a couple minutes 

and greet each other?  Will you come early and get to know one another?  

Will long-time members extend themselves to visitors?  There is really 

only one way “Fellowship” can succeed—we commit ourselves to it.  

And there is only one way “Fellowship” can fail—if we determine that it 

will. 

The Book of Romans concludes with a long list of persons who assisted 

Paul in his ministry.  He refers to them as “fellow workers”, “dear 

friends”.  One woman had been “like a mother” to him, and others were 

like “brothers” to him.  As one reads the list of names, one thing becomes 

clear—Paul dearly loved these people, and he knew them well.  

This is the kind of “fellowship” we are invited to experience in the 

Church.  And the only way for us to experience it is to do two things: 

1. We have to believe that Jesus commands it.  Fellowship is not an 

option! 

2. We have to commit ourselves to it.  Fellowship happens because we 

take the time to make it so!
