Have you ever been stood up?  Left behind?  Forgot-
ten?  Traded in for a new model?  Have you ever had anyone 
fall short of the promises they made to you? 
 
The story of the Ascension of Jesus tells us he was taken up 
as the apostles watched, and then he was hidden in the 
clouds.  So many times it can feel as if we are living in a "fog" 
- unable to see what is truly happening, or to fully understand 
the events of our lives. 
 
Jesus' public ministry lasted three years - such a brief span of 
time!  How much more he could have accomplished if he had 
only stayed around longer!

When Europeans first encountered the native people in the 
Americas there were immediate language problems.  And 
one of the first challenges had to do with what to call each 
other.  Many of the names of the various native peoples 
were difficult for Europeans to understand or pro-
nounce.  Rather than learn to address the peoples in their 
own language, the Europeans often assigned their own 
names to the people they encountered.  

For example: the people of the Muscogee Nation, a confed-
eracy of tribes who lived in what is now Georgia and Ala-
bama, lived where there were an abundance of water-
ways.  The Europeans began to refer to them as the "Creek 
Indians".  It is a name that stuck with the tribes of the Mus-
cogee Nation for several hundred years.  

The people of the Dakota, Lakota and Nakota were all 
lumped together and called "Sioux Indians" – a name that 
means little snake.  "Sioux" is a French approximation of 
what these people were called by their tribal enemies. 

As a result many tribes had at least three names - the ones 
they used for themselves, the ones they were called by en-
emy tribes, and the ones given to them by Europeans who 
couldn't pronounce any of the other names correctly!
