Albany United Methodist Society (AUMS) thanks you for your sup-
port over the past year.  The Core Urban Ministry Team is working 
with AUMS Executive Director Peter Fish on projects to empower the 
residents of the West Hill neighborhood in partnership with the City 
of Albany and the congregations of Troy Annual Conference. 
 
Food Pantry: TAC volunteers and donations are the backbone to our 
ability to serve at least 350 families (950 individuals) per month.  Our 
Thanksgiving basket and Christmas toy distribution served record 
numbers of people in 2006 as AUMS increased its service to addi-
tional neighborhoods.
