Sermon Title:  ””“Organized, Not Institutionalized” 

Scripture:  I Corinthians 12:12-14, 27-31 

   
As a boy I participated in two kinds of baseball. 
  
The first was Little League – for which we had to raise money, buy 
uniforms, play at specific times on specific days at specific locations 
against specific other kids.  There was a winner and a loser.  There 
were umpires and a defined set of rules regarding base running, num-
ber of innings played, etc.  It was a lot of fun; it was also a lot of pres-
sure.  Some of the parents got very angry if their son (it was boys only) 
was called out on strikes or while running the bases.  And if it rained 
we couldn’t play. 
  
The second was what would be called “Sand Lot” baseball, played 
sometimes with a hard ball, or a tennis ball, or a whiffle ball.  There 
was no cost other than a mitt, the ball and bat – and we shared mitts.  
There were no uniforms.  We played when we wanted – after school, 
early evening, any time during the day when school was out.  We 
played with whoever showed up – including the girls who lived next 
door.  We played in the ball field, at Timmy Brennan’s house, or in my 
back yard.  There were hardly ever any winners or losers – the game 
ended when we got tired or hungry or bored.  There were "rules", but 
sometimes they changed in the middle of the game.  There was no 
pressure.  If it rained, we played anyway.  It was a lot of fun.

There are 16 Sundays left in 2007 and things are moving full speed ahead 
with the Capital improvements of the church and the blessings that go 
along with these great changes.   When the Capital Campaign Committee 
was meeting to develop their strategies, they were warned that during a 
campaign, you should expect that your regular givings and donations 
would decrease.   Well, we have proven this theory wrong at the Adiron-
dack Community Church.  What a great body of faithful givers!  Offer-
ings are continuing at normal levels with some increase and people are 
being faithful to the Campaign and other opportunities that are being 
offered. 
 
Our Offerings Income to date is $131,090.90 and this is $11,9548.00 
ahead of last year’s offerings.  The Plate Offerings are reported at 
$8,001.72, which is behind last year’s Plate by $ 1,689.57.  The total 
Income for the 8½ months of 2007 is $155,683.10 ahead of last year’s 
income by $ 2,844.45.  All this is happening thanks to our generous giv-
ers and tithers.  At the same time people are being faithful to the Capital 
Campaign and we have helped raise almost $24,000.00 for Keela’s 
Jambo Jipya Mission project.  Thank you for your faithfulness! 
 
Our bills are current and we have money in the bank.  That is the kind of 
news that we can celebrate.  This is happening at the same time as we 
have spent almost $15,000.00 on Repairs for Church and Parsonage 
buildings from these operating funds as well as paying our Sexton in 
2007, a position that was not in the 2006 budget.  We also added the 
Visitation Pastoral program lead by Ingrid Johnson in 2007 and many of 
us can share the successes and blessings from her wondrous works. We 
are truly being good servants. 
 
We offer an electronic means of giving regularly or special gifts to the 
church and you can find this on our Web Site.   Not many people have 
taken advantage of this service but it is a safe and easy way of paying 
your tithe without writing and delivering checks.  Please check out this 
service by going to www.adkcomchurch.org and click where it 
says…”Click here for our Electronic Giving Page.”  We hope that this 
new service will make giving easier for some of our parishioners. 
 
God continues to bless our church with great gifts and talents and I am 
pleased to be serving as your Treasurer and a part of the Finance team, 
Worship team and Church Council.
