Sermon Title:  “Prayer, Not Politics” 

Scripture:  I Timothy 2:1-7; Luke 11:1-13 

At a recent family gathering we were talking about appropriate lan-
guage for public discourse.  In politics and business there are words 
that become flash points, incendiary phrases that blur the content of a 
message because of how distasteful they are.  My eldest son works 
with youth between the ages of 16 and 24.  One of his challenges is to 
prepare the young people to interview for jobs and enter the work 
force.  It is a constant battle to convince his students that the way they 
talk to each other is not the way they should speak with potential em-
ployers. 
  
What about "church" language?  In one of our denominational maga-
zines there was a picture of a growing United Methodist Congregation 
with a large sign out front that read: "Church Doesn't Suck".  Do you 
find that message intriguing?  Or offensive?  Or what about the psalm 
that is in our Scriptures: "Happy are those who seize your infants and 
dash them against the rocks."  (Psalm 137:9.)  Does it surprise you that 
such sentiment is expressed in the Bible? 
  
Here's the thing: Prayer is conversation.  Prayer is us and the One who 
makes our existence possible engaging in meaningful dialogue to-
gether.  There are ways we can engage in this activity in community - 
say, for example, as we recite "The Lord's Prayer" together.  And then 
there are ways we can do this alone, using the "language of the street", 
the every-day conversational patterns that are familiar to us.  Jesus 
prayed for his disciples.  We believe he continues to pray for us.  And 
he encourages us to pray as well - pray often, pray hard, pray hon-
estly.  Talk to God and say what is on your mind and in your 
heart.  And listen to hear God's response.  You may be shocked!

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 Wanting to Belong . . .  There is a story in the Gospel of Mark where 
one of Jesus' disciples, John, tells him of a man who was driving out de-
mons in his name.  "We told him to stop," says John, "because he was not 
one of us."  
  
Not one of us!  Those are hurtful words!  When I was a 
boy, just getting to be old enough to go out for Little 
League, I put down on my application sheet that I wanted 
to be on the Yankees.  I went through the try-outs, and 
wanted so badly to placed on the Yankees.  I think I was a 
bit young to be a fan of the major league team; but my best 
friend played on the Yankees, and I wanted to belong to the 
same team.  What a thrill to receive the notice that I had 
made it!  
  
Jesus doesn't put the un-named man through any kind of test.  He simply 
tells John: "Do not stop him.  No one who does a miracle in my name can 
in the next moment say anything bad about me, for whoever is not 
against us is for us."  (Mark 9:38-40.)  
  
In my preaching for the past several weeks - and for the next two weeks - 
I am inviting us to consider different aspects of the "Church".  One of my 
favorite mission statements for a church is this one: " Name of the 
Church - Where everybody is somebody, and Jesus Christ is Lord."  What 
a great statement.  Here, in our midst, everyone is somebody.  Or, to put 
it another way, everyone belongs.  
  
Don't stop anyone from coming through the door; don't make anyone feel 
as if they don't belong here.  And if you are new here, and feeling a bit 
disoriented, why not plan to join us for lunch on October 28 following 
the 10:30 Service?  I would enjoy the opportunity to get to know you a 
bit better, to answer questions about our ministry here, and to find out 
how we can actualize this good news of Jesus - that you belong!  God 
bless you.
