 Seven Services this 
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Sermon:  “Permission to be Extravagant”
Scripture: Mark 14:1-9 

I've never been to Niagara Falls, but I've seen pictures, 
and it is rather astonishing how much water is 
there.  More than 168,000 cubic meters (6 million cu-
bic feet) of water go over the crestline every minute 
during peak daytime tourist hours.  From glaciers at 
the poles, to forests in the Amazon, to sand in the de-
sert, to black flies in the spring time in the Adirondacks 
- it seems Nature is willing and able to go over-
board.  How many stars are there?

We human beings have our own excessive tenden-
cies.  In our culture we are rabid consumers.  We are 
obsessive and compulsive about everything from food 
to exercise, from work to sports - it seems we are most 
comfortable when doing whatever it is we are doing in 
the extreme.  And, for the most part, we are OK with 
it.  But today we read about a woman who did some-
thing in the extreme that was truly out of the ordinary 
in the experience of Jesus' disciples.  As the people 
around him witnessed her actions they reacted harshly 
to her.  In fact, the Bible says they "rebuked" her.  And 
Jesus describes what she has done as something 
"beautiful".

To do something that inspires "harsh rebuke" from hu-
mans, but blessed affirmation from God - that must be 
quite a deed!  Indeed . . .

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The next day, when the large crowd that had come to the festival heard that 
Jesus was coming to Jerusalem, they took palm branches and went out to 
meet Him. They kept shouting: "Hosanna! Blessed is He who comes in the 
name of the Lord — the King of Israel!" Jesus found a young donkey and 
sat on it, just as it is written: Fear no more, Daughter Zion; look! your King 
is coming, sitting on a donkey's colt. -- John 12:12-14 HCSB

In fulfillment of prophecy (Isaiah 62:11 & Zechariah 9:9), Jesus rode into 
Jerusalem on a donkey. The crowds lined the street shouting "Hosanna! 
Blessed is He who comes in the name of the Lord." (Psalm 118:25-26) 
They placed palm branches and robes in front of Jesus. This was particu-
larly disturbing to the religious leaders who were jealous of Jesus. They 
demanded that Jesus silence the crowd, but he responded that even if 
the crowd were silent, the stones would cry out.

The events of the next week would forever change the world. Jesus en-
tered Jerusalem and the crowd welcomed him as a king. By the end of 
the week they were demanding his death. His followers abandoned him 
in fear. None of his close followers had really understood the events of 
Palm Sunday and Holy Week until after Jesus returned. They had all ex-
pected Jesus to be an earthly king, but God had given them something 
so much better - an open door into a Kingdom that would never end.

Palm Sunday, in the Christian calendar is the Sunday before Easter, 
sixth and last Sunday in Lent, and the first day of Holy Week. Palm Sun-
day 2009 is celebrated on April 5. The other important days of Holy Week 
include:

   Palm Sunday - Jesus enters Jerusalem. 
   Maundy Thursday - The Last Supper and betrayal. 
   Good Friday - The arrest, trial, crucifixion, death and burial of Jesus. 
   Easter Sunday - The day Jesus rose from the grave.

Q and A from the National Museum of the 
American Indian . . .
Gaming, poverty, and taxes …  

In 1980 Congress passed the Indian Gaming Regulatory Act (IGRA), 
which guaranteed tribes the right to conduct gaming on their reservation 
lands.  Profits from the gaming casinos support Indian community in-
frastructure, diverse, self-sufficient tribal economies; and charitable 
causes.  Casinos are not owned by individuals, but by tribes.  A 2004 
report states that “Indian tribes spend tribal government casino revenue 
as follows: 20% of net revenue for education, child and elder care, cul-
tural preservation, charitable donations; 19% to economic development; 
17% to health care; 17% to police and fire protection; 16% to infra-
structure; 11% to housing.”  In 2005 almost ¼ of American Indians and 
Alaska Natives lived in poverty, with annual incomes remaining below 
$19,350 per year for a family of four.  Native people experience more 
than twice the rate of poverty found among white Americans.  While 
gaming has provided some economic well-being, a wide range of social 
ills continue to plague those living on reservations.  Disease, poor nutri-
tion, alcohol abuse are joined by illegal drug and gang activity; suicide 
(especially among young boys) and domestic abuse are also problems.  
The relationship with the federal government has been one of both ne-
glect and dependence.  Since 1987, a research project conducted by 
Harvard University has proven that dependence upon the government 
does not result in strong economies for Native People; sovereignty is 
essential, as are healthy institutions.  Tribes that are becoming more 
economically stable have also managed to separate tribal politics from 
business ventures.  Individuals pay federal in-
come taxes.
