Four books, all come out within the past 5 years, suggest two
things: First, Christianity in the United States has experienced
a siginificant crisis. Andsecond the recovery has begun. The
books -The Rapture Expose@Barbara Rossing, 2004)God's
Politics (Jim Wallis, 2005),Surprised by HopgN. T. Wright,
2008), and The Hole in our GospgRichard Stearns, 2009) -
are all worth the read. Perhaps the four texts can be summa-
rised by a quote contained in Stearns' text - the quote is from
Rick Warren:The first Reformation ... was about creeds; this
one's going to be about our deeds. The first one divided the
church; this time it will unify the church

The essence of the texts is thisthere is work for Christians to
do. They do not substitute "works" for "faith". They simply
take seriously the notion that the latter is non-existent - and
therefore meaningless - without the former. (The Book of
James gets it right on that score.) The books are laced with
scriptures that bring heaven to earth rather than leaving it
exclusively in the realm of the "hereafter". They lay claim once
again to the notion thatwhat we do matters For those who
take Jesus seriously, not only is there lots to do; there is lots to
do that is worth doing because it has eternal implications.

Today we hear "Part II" of a message, the first part having
been introduced last week with the text fronrdohn
6:35: Jesus, knowing that they intended to come and make
him king by force, withdrew again to a mountain by him-
self. For too long too much of the the church's activities have
marginalized the meat of the gospel. We have made Jesus
"king" but not lived as if he is "lord". The prophets and the
gospels challenge that age-old tendency with words that are
as fresh, vital and relevant today as when first they were ut-
tered. Can ancient Isaiah and old John put new life into our
lives? You bet they can!

We have been blessed over the years with various outstanding Ministers
in our Church. They have all left a legacy to be remembered. Rever-
end Clair Carpenter was one of these great men.

Rev. Carpenter was a Minister from 1936 to 1974. Ten of those years
were spent at the Adirondack Community Church. During those years
Rev. Carpenter and his wife, Dorothy, were very instrumental in build-
ing a huge youth group. He was known to have said that Rev. Snow
left him with an active youth group, however, during his tenure it con-
tinue to grow into a group of thirty-five to forty-five students.

The group included members who are still active in their churches to
this date. One, Richard Sears, even became a Minister and served the
Adirondack Community Church during the 1990’s. Also Reg Clark
was the dedicated Youth Leader.

Every Sunday certain members of the group cooked a dinner and served
it to the rest. Every week a different group was picked. Then they
would participate in various activities such as bowling, hiking, ice skat-
ing, and square dancing to name a few. They even took a trip to Wash-
ington, D.C.

As busy as Rev. Carpenter was with the youth, he was also Choir Direc-
tor and wrote a weekly newspaper article for the LAKE PLACID

NEWS called, “THINKING TOGETHER”. During Rev. Sears’ tenure
the Church bestowed the title of “Pastor Emeritus” on Rev. Carpenter, a
honor well deserved. -Beverley Reid

As | write these words, there are indications that the economic
recovery has begun. Wall Street is posting significant
gains. Companies are beginning to report profits again. While
unemployment may rise for a while longer, there are indications
that things are beginning to turn around. The question many
have pondered - from both a seculaand a spiritual perspective -
is whether there can be an authentic "economic" recovery absent
a significant spiritual and moral awakening. We are not all high-
paid executives; but many (if not all) of us willingly rode the crest
of the economic wave that washed over us before it came crash-
ing down on us.

Inflation has to do with more than the value of our homes; in-
vestments whose yields are too good to be true are allowed to be
"true” because of greed. Egos are as easily inflated as are real
estate values. Greed has to give way to reality. And here is the
"realist" reality there isNothing is more important than loving
God and loving each other

Authentic "recovery" happens when people really love - selflessly,
sacrificially. Recovery begins when we start taking care of each
other - even the smallest deed thaboses the chains of injustice,
breaks the yoke, feeds the hungry, shelters the wanderer,

clothes the naked ..these are signs ofrecovery Interestingly
enough, these are the essentials of the Christian Gospel! If
"recovery" requires Christians to be more faithful followers of
Christ, our model, then let the recovery begin .... and let it begin
with us.
