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Sermon Title:  What Are Your Options?
Scriptures: Joshua 24:1-2, 14-18; Ephesians 6:10-20; 
                  John 6:56-59
     Options.  Options!  So many choices!  Sometimes it might 
seem as if, given the sheer number of choices there are, 
that it doesn't really matter which you choose.Just pick 
one, and move on! The Bible presents us with several 
choices in the texts today, and it seems appropriate, given 
the fact that we just celebrated the Sacrament of Baptism at 
our Saturday Evening Service.Choose this day who you will 
serve . . .
     Parents are confronted with choices all the time:Should 
I punish?  Or forgive? Our Board of Trustees at the Adiron-
dack Community Church has been confronted with difficult 
choices with regard to our property.What is the Christian 
approach to the problem?  What do we overlook?  When do 
we stand our ground? And one of the challenges in the 
midst of all these choices is to remain humble, even in the 
midst of your certainty . . . because it is possible that we are 
wrong . . .
     Is this what prevents people from "choosing Christ"?  Is it 
that we are afraid we might have it wrong?  Are we afraid 
that such a choice automatically excludes other facets of 
our lives that we take satisfaction in?  To "Choose Christ" -
does this mean we push away those who choose something 
- or someone - else?
     When I became engaged to be married, my father told 
me that I was making my choice.  He said it was possible I 
could meet other women in my lifetime that I could be very 
happy with - women who could have been my wife ... but 
when I married Jan, I had made my choice! Every day it has 
to be clear to my wife that I choose her - and no one else.
     Is it like that with Jesus?  The Bible tells us Jesus has 
chosen us -You are a chosen people, writes I Peter 2:9.  We 
are also a choosing people - Who, and what will you choose 
today?

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Greetings from the Trustees:

     Hopefully you have had a chance 
to take a look at the newly repaired 
stone steps that lead down to the 
monument.  These had become 
badly damaged over the years of weather and use and recently had 
a become a liability with one of the steps missing completely.  This 
was a real hazard for someone going down in the dark or simply not 
watching every step.  We think that this reconstruction will last for 
many years to come.
     Most of you are aware of the need to replace the boiler due to a 
failed pump that caused the boiler to run dry and crack due to over-
heating.  We are happy to report that the new boiler has been in-
stalled and safety measures put in place to automatically shut the 
boiler down should a failure occur in the future.  The best news is 
that our insurance covered the entire replacement with the excep-
tion of our $1,000 deductible.  We are now ready for the colder 
weather with a new more efficient heating system.
     During the next 30 days the roof over the music room located at 
the right front of the Sanctuary near the organ will be repaired.  Dur-
ing the winter with ice build up the roof leaks and we have seen wa-
ter inside the music room.  We believe that this will be a permanent 
fix to that problem.
     Lastly, we recently had a walk around at the parsonage to assess 
exterior needs for repair.  We have some funds that were donated as 
part of the Capital Campaign that we designated for this purpose.  At 
our next meeting we will prioritize this list and then get as much 
done as our funds allow.  Anything that can’t be done this year will 
be addressed next calendar year as funds become available.
     All in all I believe we are staying ahead of the many needs that 
our buildings have.  Nothing is being allowed to degrade to the point 
where large expense is incurred due to neglect.  We are really 
blessed to have the resources to do this.  We thank all of you for 
your support.
