Sermon: Changed From the Inside
Scripture: Mark 1:4-11

One of the things Jesus is most noted for saying has to
do with the way God judges - not external appear-
ances, but theheart. In fact, the Bible makes frequent
references to the importance of motive. In Deuteron-
omy that God wanted to know what was in the heart of
the people (Deuteronomy 8:2).

It is one of the constant challenges - and struggles - for
religion: How do we know that what is externally obvi-
ous (reading the Bible, reverent postures, active ser-
vice to others, for example) is motivated by pure

heart? The Psalmist writesCreate in me a pure heart,
O God ..(Psalm 51:10a). Remember when computers
used to have the logo on themintel Inside It is con-
sidered one of the most successful marketing cam-
paigns of the 1990's. No matter how fancy the exterior
of the computer; if it hadintel Inside, you knew you
could depend on it!

When John speaks of the baptism that Jesus will offer,
he indicates this new baptism will be something spiri-
tual - not "water", but the "Spirit" will be the medium.

In other words, it is going to be an internal work rather
than an external demonstration. The ministry of Jesus
is imbued with the Spirit. It's an inside job, working
every bit as much on our hearts and motives as on our
bodies and actions.

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Q and A from the National Museum of the Ameri-
can Indian . ..
Native American Rituals: The Ball Game -

Popol Vuh —That is the name of an ancient Maya creation story.
The story goes something like this:

The first humans created were Hun Hunahpu and Vucub Hunahpu —
these two brothers were skilled ballplayers. So raucous was their
play that it enraged the lords of the Underworld, Xlitealba— who
tricked the brothers into playing a game in which they were killed
and buried under the ball court.

Hun had twin sons, known as the “Hero Twins”, who grew to be
even more skilled ballplayers than their father and uncle, and as a
result, they too got into trouble with the Underworld lords. The
lords challenged them to a ball game and a series of tests — but the
twins cut off their own heads, then came back to life, in defiance of
the evil intentions of the lords. The Underworld lords were no
longer as powerful, and as a result, they could not demand the death
of the players. The Hero Twins disinterred the bodies of their father
and uncle and placed them in the heavens, and they became the sun
and the moon.

In Mesoamerican culture there is a ball game that reconstructs the

creation story, and evidence suggests that, as part of some of those
games humans were sacrificed. The evidence also suggests that with
the passing of time human sacrifice became less and less a part of
the ceremony. The ceremony is reminiscent of the battle between

light and darkness; it celebrates the cycle of the seasons, agricultural
fertility, the rebirth of the sun every morning.
