From John Lansing, Church Treasurer
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The Adirondack Community Church ended 2008 with a very respectable 
surplus of about $17,000.  There were many variables and factors that led 
to that result but the most notable on the income side was a single gift of 
$50,000 which more than offset a ten per cent decline in regular giving.

On the expense side, the expectation that the 
cost of fuel would be a “killer” turned out to be 
a non-problem.  Even though prices were at 
record levels during the 2008 heating season 
our consumption of fuel dropped from 10,000 
gallons to 6,500 gallons for comparable peri-
ods.  The result was that the cost of fuel actu-
ally went down a little.  The credit goes to a 
combination of new windows installed in the 
fall of 2007 and greater attention to the ther-
mostats.  Thanks, Dale and others.

Also on the expense side, we went through 
eight months of the year short one staff person.  Although that was not 
good from a program and ministry standpoint, it did save money.  Those 
savings were put to good use in replacing some worn out carpeting and 
furniture as well as adding some projection equipment to the techno side.

We did not escape the downturn in the stock markets.  Our investments at 
the United Methodist Frontier Foundation declined $28,000.  At this point 
the Endowment Committee has a “sit tight and weather the storm” policy.

Our debt to the bank has been reduced from a high point of $175,000 to a 
current balance of $150,000.  The speed at which we can accomplish fur-
ther reduction in the debt is totally dependent upon incoming cash flow as 
people honor their pledges for the capital campaign.  This is a problem 
area that needs attention.  On the bright side, the interest rate on the loan 
has been reduced substantially (now 3.75%) as the bank passes on reduc-
tions made by the Federal Reserve.

Looking at the big picture – our bills are paid, we have money in the bank, 
and our church continues to move forward.  Hallelujah!

Q and A from the National Museum of the Ameri-
can Indian . . .
Where did the practice of scalping come from?

Scalping is as old as the Scythians (Persian warriors 
who lived 500 years before Christ), noted by the 
Greek historian Herodotus.  It became associated with 
the Native peoples of North America largely as a re-
sult of frontier literature and, later on, the Hollywood 
Westerns that became popular.  Europeans were know 
to encourage warfare between various tribes, and, in 
the 1600’s, the English colonial government offered 
bounties to Indiains.  In 1704 the General Court of 
Massachusetts set the rate at 100 pounds for the 
scalps of “men or youths capable of bearing armes”.  
The scalps of youth in their teens and women were set 
at a worth of 10 pounds.  In 1688 the French governor 
of Canada became the first to encourage Indians to 
scalp  - 10 beaver skins for the scalp of every enemy –
“Christian or Indian”.  Who started it?  Impossible to 
tell.  Who profited from it?  Everyone!  Did Indians 
encourage it?  Evidence suggests that most tribes con-
sidered the practice to be repugnant.  But Indian and 
White – French and English – colonist and native –
everyone is implicated.
