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Sermon:      “In Christ, In God”
Scripture:    John 1:10-18
Sometimes we have options; sometimes we don't.  In 
the consumer culture of the United States we become 
very agitated when we run out of options; and we cer-
tainly don't appreciate it when people or systems take 
away our options - especially the government.

The Gospel of John does not attempt to present us 
with multiple options.  John focuses on one option, one
way.  John uses language like "one and only".  Some 
might say John's approach radically simplifies things; 
others might say he dramatically constrains them.
Both sentiments are wanting.  The question has to be 
asked: Why does John present his Gospel as he does?
What motivates his "one and only" approach to our 
relationship with God through Jesus Christ?

John sees Jesus, and the evangelist becomes the 
equivalent of a neon arrow pointing to Christ.

The problem with our penchant for options is this: we 
tend to become more enamored of having them than 
we are honest about the results they give us.  What 
good are "options" if all they yield are confusion, un-
happiness, frustration?  Why cling to a buffet of 
choices that provide nothing you need?  Before John's 
Gospel can make real sense to us, maybe we need to 
be honest about our current situation.  If what you are 
doing apart from the Christ John offers truly is satisfy-
ing, then the Gospel may not work for you.  But if you 
find yourself caught in patterns and systems that are 
destructive, hurtful, meaningless, then what John has 
to say is well worth the effort of listening to him.

Epiphany
The Significance, Meaning, and 
History of Epiphany

Observed on January 6th, the Epiphany celebration remembers the three 
miracles that manifest the divinity of Christ. The name "Epiphany" 
comes from the Greek word Epiphania, and means "to show, make 
known, or reveal." The celebration originated in the Eastern Church in 
AD 361, beginning as a commemoration of the birth of Christ. Later, 
additional meanings were added - the visit of the three Magi, Christ's 
baptism in the Jordan River, and his first miracle at the wedding in 
Cana. These three events are central to the definition of Epiphany, and 
its meaning is drawn from these occurrences. 

Olive Branch –The Olive Branch is a symbol of peace, har-
mony and healing.  Olive trees provide shelter, as well as oil 
used for ointment and consecration.  The Olive Branch also 
represents deliverance from hardships and anxiety because a 
dove brought a leaf back to Noah’s ark after the flood ended 
(Genesis 8:11).
