Sermon: “Who Gets The Praise?”

Scripture: Matthew 2:1-12

It's the story of the "Three Wise
Men", except we aren't exactly
sure how many there were. It's
a story of a jealous king . . . de-
pending on which king we are
referring to. It's the story of
prophecy fulfilled - little Bethle-
hem steps into the limelight. It's
the story of cosmic signs - the
mysterious star that leads these
Magi, then apparently disappears for a while, then re-
appears just after Herod gets wind of new royalty in
town. It's the story of treasures - great wealth, and, we
suspect, bewildered parents.

Under it all, it's a story about position and praise.
Herod has lost the election and he is a "lame duck" -
except he didn't even know anyone was running
against him! He has killed a lot of people to get to his
high position in life, and he is not above killing some
more to stay there. "Worship me," he seems to be say-
ing, "or it will cost you your life!" In fact, our praise and
our life are intimately connected to each other. Where
do you spend your energy, your wealth? That's what
you praise! And Herod is jealous for that praise. If we
read the Gospels correctly, Jesus didn't have anything
against Caesar (or Herod) getting the things that were
rightfully theirs; but praise wasn't one of them.

What are the rates of alcoholism, drug addiction, and
suicide among American Indians?

The drug-related death rate for American Indians and Alaska
Natives is 65% higher than for the rest of the general popula-
tion of the United States. The suicide rate is 72% higher.
What ac 3 counts for this dis-

parity? While there are
theories, there is no conclu-
sive evidenc that firmly estab-
lishes theory over an-
other. the alcoholism

death rate fo American Indians

and Alaska Natives is more than seven times the rate for the
general US population! Alcohol is a major factor in the high
rates of suicide, homicide, auto accidents, crime, and family
abuse in Native American communities.

Some offer a historical perspective as the culprit. Laws passed
making it illegal for Indians to possess or consume alcohol led
to a pattern of binge drinking. Others offer a genetic explana-
tion, citing the changes in two genes associated with the me-
tabolism of alcohol that shows up intermittently in the native
population. While neither theory is at all conclusive, both cast
dispersion on the Native peoples. Along with any genetic, cul-
tural, or psychological factors, what about the socio-economic
circumstances of Native communities? Poor education, ex-
treme poverty, low occupational status — these

also play an integral role.
