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         Sermon:  Acting on the Evidence 
            Scripture:          1 Corinthians 15:14 

Many in the media, entertainment, public education, 
government, elite universities, and science espouse a Godless 
worldview. Atheism is in and Christianity is out, relegated to a 
quaint old-fashioned movement for the unsophisticated. How 
can any free-thinking, latte-sipping, iPod-savvy twenty-first cen-
tury person believe in a holy personal God, his absolute moral 
standards, and narrow path to salvation?

Anthony Flew, Oxford-educated philosophy professor 
and notorious atheist for more than 50 years, did a 180, shock-
ing colleagues by his recent book, There is a God.  Why did he 
change his mind after so many years?  The questions “How did 
life come from non-life?” and “Why is there something rather 
than nothing?” bugged him. He finally concluded that the uni-
verse was brought into existence by an infinite Intelligence -
God.

What about the Bible? Is it merely a collection of man-
made myths and warnings, stories, poems and wise sayings, or 
the inspired Word of God?  Written by more than 40 authors 
over 1,600 years (60 generations), the Bible is truly unique. It 
stands mega-miles above any other ancient book for reliability. 
For example, there are five copies of Aristotle’s original work 
and 100 copies from Sophocles. But there are more than 
24,000 copies of New Testament manuscripts that exist today. 
Just eight of the many fulfilled prophecies about Jesus present 
a probability chance of 1 in 1017 or 1 followed by 17 zeros. And 
finally there is the empty tomb! Without the wonderful fact of 
the risen Christ we would be most miserable and without any 
hope.
