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Sermon:  “Love and Obey”
Scripture:  John 14:23-29

"If you love me you will obey ..."  Something that chil-
dren have to learn early on is obedience.  How old is 
a child before they make the connection between the 
love they receive and the obedience they demon-
strate?  How difficult is it to love people who don't do 
what you think they ought to do?  We say we love 
people - we love the sinner, but hate the sin.  But do 
we really?

This statement by Jesus in John 14 - a conditional 
love - does this sound like Christ?  Is the evidence 
that we love God contained in our behavior?  Per-
haps it is easy to kid ourselves - to convince our-
selves that we truly do love God, and that God under-
stands our disobedience.  But then again, how do we 
demonstrate our love for someone?  It's not that we 
try to please them; it's that we long to know them so 
well that we learn to love them for who they truly are.

To "obey" Jesus is to know him and want more than 
anything to be the person we are created to be.

Which is easier - to love, or to obey?  One thing Jesus 
does not let us do - he does not let us get away with 
thinking we are pulling the wool over his eyes.  We 
may be able to kid ourselves; but we can't kid him!

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Take your mat and go home ...  These words 
might have the ring of recognition to 
them.  This is what Jesus told a paralyzed 
man to do.

Perhaps one of the most dramatic moments 
of destruction in human history happened 
when two atomic bombs were dropped on 
the Japanese cities of Hiroshima and Nagasaki.  Many a tale has been told 
about the devastation people experienced at every level of their exis-
tence.  A story I had not heard until recently has to do with the speed at 
which the survivors began to put their lives back together again.  Less than 
two weeks after the dropping of the bomb, banks reopened in Hi-
roshima. Less than two weeks!

Life seems to have some kind of innate capacity for self-restoration.  Com-
merce - in the best sense of the word - was quickly restored to the devas-
tated cities, enabling people to buy and sell, to feed families, tend the 
sick.  People planted gardens in the wreckage and put up tents where their 
homes had been.  Survivors who had fled the cities quickly returned in 
droves, coming home to reclaim and rebuild their lives.

I'm not sure how long the man had been paralyzed.  The gospels don't tell 
us.  But every time this story is told Jesus issues the same command - Get 
up, take your mat, and go home.  The "going home" part is what captures 
my attention.  It symbolizes the work that needs to be done.  "Home" is 
where we go for both solace to sooth past hurts and encouragement to 
build for the future.  It represents both a return to order and the sure foun-
dation upon which future projects are constructed.

In Hiroshima, and in the life of the paralyzed man, the transition from dra-
matic change to normalcy happened at home.  As we continue through the 
transition from one pastoral leader to another, our church home is where 
we acknowledge the sadness of "goodbye" to one, even as we increase the 
volume of our excited and joyful "HELLO!" to another.

Why are we so afraid to talk about money, the “M” word, in 
church circles? Jesus talked about it many times, including in 11 
of his 39 parables. Money can be our master or servant. It’s 
really a neutral commodity. But how we view it makes all the 
difference. Jesus warns us in Matthew 6:19 – “Do not store up 
for yourselves treasures on earth.” He wants us to have a giving, 
generous attitude to free us from the power of money. Paul 
stresses this too in 2 Corinthians 9:6 - “Whoever sows sparingly 
will also reap sparingly, and whoever sows generously will also 
reap generously.” As individuals and the church, when we put 
God first with our finances, he will always meet our needs. It’s a 
faith issue that doesn’t make bottom-line economic sense, but it 
works!
